GS-TOP - Each new leader and at least one assistant leader are required to have an orientation given by authorized council personnel before 
meeting with the troop for the first time.  At least one adult member of the troop, who has completed the orientation to Girl Scouting, should 
take grade level learning.  A troop leader who changes grade levels should take, or have taken, a learnng activity that is appropriate for the 
grade level of the troop she leads.  Such learning activities should be completed within (3) months of completing orientation.

1 = First course recommended
